Ho Chi minh Mausoleum Complex
On the west side of Ba Dinh Square, a heavy grey structure, built on
stone quarried from Marble Mountain near Danang, is Ho Chi Minh’s

last resting place.

An unassuming man, who notably shunned the comforts and trapping of
power, Ho Chi Minh had specially requested that he be cremated and
his ashes scattered in Northern, Central, and Southern Vietnam,
symbolizing the national unity to which he had devoted his life. In

keeping with these beliefs, he had also vetoed the construction of a

small museum on his life at his home village near Kim Lien,
NamDanDistrict, Nghe An Province, arguing that the funds could be better employed in a school. However, after
Ho Chi Minh’s death in 1969, the leading members of the Viethamese politburo altered his final testament by deleting his
request to be cremated. Instead, with the help of Soviet specialists, the leader was embalmed and installed at the Ho Chi
Minh Mausoleum in 1975.

One Pillar Pagoda

To the right of the Ho Chi Minh Museum is the unique One-Pillar
Pagoda, a wooden structure built in 1049 that sits on stilts over a lake.
A king of the Ly Dynasty, Ly Thai Thong King had it built after having a
dream in which Bodhisattva Avalokitesvara, the goddess of mercy,
presented him with a lotus flower. The existing pagoda is a miniature
reproduction of the original, which was said to represent a lotus
emerging from the water. It is certainly interesting, and a prayer here
is said to bring fertility and good health. It's best to wear something

full-length (skirt or trousers), not shorts




Tran Quoc Pagoda
Tran Quoc Pagoda is the oldest of all pagodas in Hanoi.
Located beside the dazzling West Lake in Hanoi,
Tran Quoc Pagoda is a cultural symbol of Viethamese Buddhism

Temple of Literature

Temple of Literature, known as "pagode des Corbeaux" during the period
of French colonisation, is a temple of Confucius in Vietnam. Although
several V n Mi u can be found throughout Vietnam, the most prominent
and famous is that situated in the city of Hanoi, which also functioned as
Vietnam's first university.

Hoan Kiem lake
is a lake in the historical center of Hanoi, the capital city of Vietnam.
The lake is one of the major scenic spots in the city and serves as
a focal point for its public life

Ngoc Son Temple
At the northern end of Hoan Kiem Lake is a small island with the Ngoc Son
("Jade Mountain") Temple. The temple supposedly dates back to the
fourteenth century, although the current buildings were probably built in the
eighteenth century. The temple is dedicated to the hero Tran Hung Dao,
who defeated a force of 300,000 sent to invade Vietham by the Mongol
Emperor Kublai Khan. There are also altars dedicated to the scholars Van

Xuong and La To, the patron saint of physicians.

Have dinner and over night on board.

Halong Bay

Majestic and mysterious, inspiring and imperious: words alone cannot do justice to the
natural wonder that is Halong Bay. Imagine 3000 or more incredible islands rising from the
emerald waters of the Gulf of Tonkin and you have a vision of breathtaking beauty. Halong
Bay is pure art, a priceless collection of unfinished sculptures hewn from the hand of

nature.

In 1994 it was designated a World Heritage site. Visitors
can't help but compare the magical, mystical landscape
of limestone islets to Guilin in China and Krabi in
southern Thailand, but in reality Halong Bay is more
spectacular. These tiny islands are dotted with beaches
and grottoes created by wind and waves, and have

sparsely forested slopes ringing with birdsong.

Beyond the breathtaking vistas on a boat cruise through the bay, visitors to Halong come

to explore the caves — some of which are beautifully illuminated for the benefit of tourists —

and to hike in Cat Ba National Park. There are few real beaches in Halong Bay, but Lan

Ha Bay (off the coast of Cat Ba Island) has more than 100 sandy strips. Halong Bay is the stuff of myths and naturally the
Vietnamese have concocted one. Halong translates as ‘where the dragon descends into the sea’. Legend has it that the
islands of Halong Bay were created by a great dragon that lived in the mountains. As it charged towards the coast, its
flailing tail gouged out valleys and crevasses. When it finally plunged into the sea, the area filled with water, leaving only
the pinnacles visible. Dragons aside, the biggest

threat to the bay may be from souvenir-hunting

tourists. Rare corals and seashells are rapidly

being stripped from the sea floor, and stalactites

and stalagmites are being broken off from the

caves. These items get turned into key rings,

paperweights and ashtrays, which are on sale in

the local souvenir shops. Obviously the fewer

people buy, the less the local people will take to

sell, so don’t encourage the trade.
